
Neighbourhood Watch Report January 2025. 

 

It’s been a very quiet time and start to the new year in Old Bolingbroke . 

There have been no incidents to report since the last meeting in November 2024. 

 

Incidents in surrounding areas . 

 

 A busy few days for our South Wolds Police ( Horncastle Police ). 

 

Thursday 9/1/25 

hey stopped a vehicle in the Spilsby area . A knife was found in the vehicle . The driver was arrested 

for possession of an offensive weapon in a public place . 

 

Thursday 9/1/25 

They attended a road traffic collision in the Tattershall area .  The suspected driver of one of the 

vehicles was arrested for failing to pass a roadside breathe test . He then assaulted officers and was 

further arrested for assaulting an emergency worker and for theft of a motor vehicle . 

 

Friday 10/1/25 

They attended a report of a disturbance in the Spilsby area involving a male with a hammer . The 

male was arrested for possession of an offensive weapon in a public place. 

 

Saturday 11/1/25 

In the early hours of Saturday they attended a report of a suspected drink driver in the Tattershall 

area  . The driver was arrested for failing a roadside drugs wipe test and for taking the vehicle 

without consent as it is suspected that the car was stolen from outside the Lincolnshire area. 

 

A driver was arrested in Horncastle for failing a drugs wipe which tested positive for cocaine . 

 

A driver was arrested in the market square Horncastle for driving whilst disqualified and for having 

no insurance and also being drunk in charge of a vehicle. 

 

A speed enforcement check was carried out in West Ashby . Seven people have been issued with 

traffic offence reports and will be prosecuted for speeding. 

 

A vehicle was stopped in Ulcerby Cross . The occupants were searched .  A quantity of cannabis was 

found .The driver failed a roadside drug test .  The vehicle was seized and the driver arrested . 

 

A garage was broken into in Kirkby on Bain . They stole a stihl petrol chainsaw . a strimmer chainsaw 

and a track saw . They also took two battery fans , a dirt bike , a mountain bike  , a rod bike and 4 

ladies mountain bikes . 

A vehicle being driven in an erratic manner and failed a police stop in the New York area . The driver 

was arrested . 

 

In Dogdyke two males were detained and arrested on suspicion of hare coursing . Their Land Rover 

was recovered as was a dog and a shot gun . 

 



The police have conducted a thorough investigation into allegations of misuse of company funds 

relating to Woodhall Spa 1940 ‘s Festival.  A  66 year old male has been issued with a conditional 

caution for fraud by abuse of position . 

 

The police stopped a car in Stickney . The diver had only a provisional license and had a one year old 

child in the vehicle . The vehicle was seized. 

A driver was stopped in Wragby where he was found to have no license or insurance and was under 

the influence of drugs . A quantity of class  A drugs were found in the car . 

 

Recently there have been an increase of thefts from motor vehicles in the Tattershall area . This is 

mostly due to vehicles being left insecure . The police have seen a few incidents where keyless cars 

are being entered due to keys being left too close to the car . Please consider faraday pouches . Keep 

your cars secure and remove all valuables and stay vigilant .

A car was stopped in the Wolds area by our Roads Policing Team.  The driver did not hold a valid 

licence . He was found in possession of a large quantity of drugs and a police style baton .He was 

arrested for driving licence offences and being in possession of an offence weapon.  He was not very 

happy about this and decided to cause damage to our police vehicle.  He was further arrested for 

criminal damage .  The police seized his car.
